BibleWorks 6—Basics
(Christine Guth 1/28/06)
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1. User interface (Click Search in menu bar, then select one of the following modes.)

a. Beginner – gives you menus for most common functions. You can always fall back on this if Power User Mode is frustrating. (To access, click Search—Beginner Mode)
b. Standard – like Power User Mode but with a drop-down menu for the command line. 

c. Power User – faster & more versatile if you know how to make it work. Instructions below are for this mode. Some of these features also work in the other modes.
2. View. You can change the size of any window by dragging its edge.
a. Results window (upper left window)
i. One verse in many versions vs. many verses in one version

1. Browse mode gives you one version (your current Search Version) of the whole Bible beginning with a given verse. To see parallel versions in browse mode see Tools—Parallel versions. 
2. Multiple-version mode gives you as many versions as you want showing the same verse. You can also choose a multi-verse section in this mode.

3. To change between these modes click on the icon of footprints, or select View and check or uncheck Browse mode on the drop-down menu.

ii. Selecting Versions. You have only one Search Version at a time. You may have multiple display versions. In Browse mode, only the Search Version is displayed. 
1. To change Search Version: Click Search—Choose Search Version. In the dialogue box that appears, select the language of the version you want (e.g., English, Greek, Hebrew, etc.). Version choices appear when you click the + symbol beside the language. The current Search Version is displayed in the box to the left of the Command Line.
2. To change Search Version to one of the display versions you may simply double click on a word in the desired version. 
3. To change the display versions: Click View—Choose Display Versions. In the dialogue box that appears, select the language of the version you want (English, Greek, Hebrew, etc.). When you click the + symbol beside the language, the version choices appear. Select as many or as few as you want. Do this for each language you wish to appear. To change order of versions, Click View—Version Display Order.
4. If you want to select versions and save your favorite version setups, click Tools—Options—Versions or Version Order. 
iii. To change size of display type or of text transferred to word processor, go to Tools—Options—Fonts. First select which fonts you want to edit (top left box)—i.e., the results window fonts, command line font, or export fonts. Note that bwhebb is a relatively small font and may need a larger number than some.
b. Auto info window (bottom left window). This window will give parsing and definitions for any Greek or Hebrew word.
i. Default setting: the text of the auto-info window changes whenever you move your mouse in the results window. In this mode you can freeze it by pressing the shift key.
ii. If you want it to stop changing whenever you move your mouse: Right click in the win​dow. Click Update only when shift key depressed. With this feature, the auto info window will change only when you click on a word while the shift key is depressed.

iii. To change the lexicon, right click on auto-info window. Click one of the “Default lexicon” lines and it will give you several choices. (Installing certain lexicons requires an extra fee.)
c. Command Line (Center blank bar on right side) 
This is where you tell the program what you want to do.
i. To go to a particular verse or set of verses, type in the reference. Example: Deut 6:1-5. Type this in and press return. These verses will show up in your results window. If you wish to move to a different verse in the same book, type only the part that has changed, e.g. 7:6.
ii. You can also use the command line to search for particular words. See Searching below.
d. Text Editor (Lower right window). This is a limited word processor. It has the advantage of wrapping Hebrew text correctly. I have not found a way to get its wrapped text to paste into a Word document correctly. Somebody please tell me if there is one.
e. Word Tips: In default mode, when your cursor hovers over a word in the results window, a yellow square pops up briefly with parsing and a brief definition. If you don’t want these tips, click View (top of screen), then un-check Word Tips. To make tips stay longer go to Tools—Options—Option Flags—Results Window Options—Keep Word Tips Open.
3. Intro to searching. Three options.
a. Type the word you wish to find in the command line, preceded by a period, followed by a carriage return. Example: “.Moses” will give you all the verses where Moses is found. These references will show up in one of the upper right windows. Clicking any of those references will bring that verse up in the Results window. You must type the command in the language of your current Search Version.
b. Double-click on a word in the Results window. You will get a list of verses containing the word, in that specific form. (This will change your Search version to the version clicked.) You can also do this for any word in the Auto-info Window, although here it must be in the same language as your current Search Version.
c. Right click on a word in the Results window. From the menu that opens up, click Search on lemma. This will give you all the verses where the root word is found, regardless of grammatical form. This is a good method for Greek or Hebrew search.
d. To revisit previous searches click on the arrow button to the right of the Command Line and select the search you want. You can also retrace your steps one command at a time by pressing the back arrow (left arrow in the top button bar). 
e. For more sophisticated searching go to Tools—Command Line Assistant or right-click on command line and select Insert Search Parameter Code. Or see websites below. (Or see BibleWorks6 Tutorial.) (create link)
4. The Right Click. Right-clicking on any window gives helpful options for using that function.
5. Tools—Options gives you many useful ways of adapting the program. Within Tools—Options, the Command Flags tab gives many additional options when you click on the + symbols.
