	Goshen College is a private institution owned and operated by the Mennonite Church. The Harold and Wilma Good Library exists to support learning, teaching and development activities of GC students, faculty and staff.

The Library has very few meeting rooms and private meeting spaces, all of which are available for official use by Goshen College faculty, staff and students only. Likewise, large reading tables and semi-private areas in the book stacks are available for group study and education-related gatherings among Goshen College students, faculty and staff only.

	The Library Director may allow community groups limited access to semi-private areas in exceptional circumstances; however, the space and research needs of GC students, faculty and staff will take priority in the consideration of such requests.
