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High School Student Check-out Privileges

	Community Card
	Any high school student living and attending school in Elkhart, LaGrange, or northern Kosciusko County may apply for a Community Card, which allows book check-out and costs $25 per year.



	Preapproved Check-out without Community Card
	Students who are currently enrolled in a high school class that has been preapproved by the Library Director may check out books without purchasing a Community Card. The following requirements must be met in order for the class to be preapproved for book check-out privileges:

The teacher of the class must:

· contact the Goshen College Library Director at 535-7425 in advance to request check-out privileges for class members,

· provide information about anticipated use of the library’s resources: duration of the class (one or two semesters), number of students in the class, likely topical areas of interest, need for specialized assistance or instruction, etc.,

· provide his/her e-mail address and telephone number,

· provide a class roster, and

· agree to be responsible for ensuring that students return their materials in a timely manner and that students pay any overdue fines owed.
The visiting student must:

· show a valid ID card from his/her high school, and

· fill out a Goshen College library registration card.


	Limitations
	These privileges apply to books only. Community card holders and high school students with preapproved book check-out privileges may not check out DVDs, videos, curriculum materials, periodicals and reserves without special permission.


	Other Library Services and Resources
	High school students visiting the library may also:
· use library computers,

· access library databases, and 

· use reference materials in the library. 

Neither a Community Card nor preapproved check-out status is required for onsite use of reference materials, library PCs and databases. However, anyone requesting use of library PCs must understand and agree to the library’s PC use policy.

High schoolers’ use of library spaces for organized group activities (tutoring, instruction, programs, etc.) must be preapproved by the Library Director. See the library’s policy concerning community use of library spaces for more information.
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
