5. Safely wear a face covering

In response to recent federal and state guidance regarding the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic, and based upon current scientific
evidence, Goshen College requires that all employees, students, contractors and guests wear a face mask/covering when
on campus (in a shared space or when encountering people within a 6-foot radius of yourself, indoors or outdoors) in order to
protect others and the public's health. Goshen College will provide you with a mask if you do not have your own to wear.

Wear your face covering correctly

+ Wash your hands before putting on your face covering

+ Put it over your nose and mouth and secure it under your chin
 Try to fit it snugly against the sides of your face

+ Make sure you can breathe easily
+ Do not place a mask on a child younger than 2

Use the face covering to protect others

« Wear a face covering to protect others in case you're infected
but don't have symptoms

+ Keep the covering on your face the entire time you're in public
« Don't put the covering around your neck or up on your forehead
« Don't touch the face covering, and, if you do, clean your hands
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Take off your face covering carefully, when
you're home

+ Untie the strings behind your head or stretch the ear loops
+ Handle only by the ear loops or ties

+ Fold outside corners together

+ Place covering in the washing machine

+ Wash your hands with soap and water
